EDITORIAL 

Well, we really put the cat among the pigeons with last monthôs issue. There were feathers flying in 
all directions after the publication of what we optimistically considered to be a light-hearted report 
concerning ósuspected binge-drinkingô by Primary School children on their weekly trip in the 
Community Bus from St Teath to swimming lessons at Camelford Pool. At the time the whole idea 
was so far-fetched ï and still is, considering the children involved and the circumstances - that it 
seemed very amusing. We apologise to those readers who found it in poor taste. Much more 
disturbing is the fact that this report coincided with an investigation by the Cornish Guardian into the 
extent of under-age binge drinking in communities across Cornwall. The findings gave a shocking 
picture of children as young as 11 being treated in hospital A & E departments for serious 
intoxication. 
 
Most worrying was an email we received from a villager describing how residents in the centre of St 
Teath are regularly plagued by ógangs of under-age drunken loutsô on Friday and Saturday nights.  
The letter describes how groups of young teenagers go round the village shouting and swearing, 
causing considerable damage to cars and property, knocking on doors and windows, frightening 
elderly people and generally behaving like hooligans. Our understanding is that these misguided 
youths do not live in St Teath but come in from a neighbouring town.  If this is the case it begs the 
question of how they get back home in this drunken state. Do they drive?  We urge all villagers, not 
just those who are being personally subjected to this kind of behaviour, to report any such incidents 
to the police, who are taking this problem very seriously and are making it a priority to enforce the 
law on underage drinking.  This is a community problem and we must tackle it together to make sure 
that all villagers, particularly the many elderly residents in our midst, can enjoy their weekends in 
peace without being bothered in this way. 
 
On a lighter note we hope you are all making trips to the beach or the woods in search of exhibits for 
TIMEPIECEôs annual BEACHCOMBER DAY which this year takes place on Saturday 14th June.  For 
those readers new to this unique event we invite everyone to enter intriguing items found at the 
seaside or in the countryside ï pretty shells, strangely-shaped pebbles, feathers, bones, twigs, 
driftwood, whatever.  These are then exhibited in the Community Centre and villagers are asked to 
vote for the item they consider the most interesting. Thereôs a trophy for the best entry by a child and 
another for the best exhibit by an adult. Items which have been entered in previous years can be 
entered again, provided they havenôt won a trophy. Children are also invited to enter our Painted 
Pebble Competition to win a Book Token.   This is TIMEPIECEô s only fundraiser of the year so 
please try and support us.
